Administrative:

Meeting Minutes were read from June 20, 2017. Darren Adams made a motion to accept
the minutes and John Boissonnault seconded the Motion. All voted in favor. Shannon
Belanger has joined the Board as an alternate member. She works for the Town of Wells
Planning and Development Department.

Old Business:
Jim asked Darren if he has heard anything from Ryan Loshaw as he has missed a few
meetings. Darren has not heard from him so Linda will send an e-mail to him.

Jim said that he has the Comprehensive Plan just about cleaned up and when there is a
special town meeting, we can put it up for a vote.

Jim received a letter from Minnie Mathews’ lawyer in regard to the Buda Subdivision
request. The lawyer asked that the action on the request be postponed.

New Business:

Bill and Dixie Harris appeared before the Board with a request for a three-lot minor
subdivision. Bill said the land came to Dixie from her father and uncle and is about 31
acres. Pete Danley bought the lot next to it.

They think they have a buyer for one lot, one interested in the second, and another for
part of the third lot. Peter Danley may want to buy a part of the third lot that abuts his
property. Jim told them that this would create a minor subdivision.

There is a driveway between two lots which would be an easement for the back lot.
The tax bill on the 31 acres is $1,800 a year right now.

Dan stated that if you add another lot, the road would have to be improved.

Jim asked if the right-of-way serves one lot and Bill said it does.

Dixie said at present the address is zero Hollis Road.



Dan asked how to approach the right-of-way.
Jim said he thinks Section 6.2 of the Zoning Ordinance will tell you that.

Dan asked if the right-of-way is 50 feet wide and Bill said that it is.

Shannon asked if the road frontage is 275 feet.

Bill said they have more than that.

Jim stated that if you do three lots now and someone wants more, you can always come
back to the Board for a revision. He asked how many acres are in lot 1. Bill said 3.195
acres. You need five acres if within 250 feet of a brook.

Bill asked if this will require wetland investigation and Jim said it would.

Jim said that they might want to sell Peter Danley what he wants now before sub-
dividing.

Dan stated that the next thing to do would be to have it surveyed and mapped out. And,
then come back to the Board.

Bill said that if it costs too much, can they sell one lot every five years. Dan said they
could do that and wouldn’t need a subdivision.

Jim noted that they need two soil tests per lot and Bill asked why.

Jim said in case one fails.

Other Business

Jim noted that at some point we need to work on a marijuana ordinance. Shannon said
that Wells has allowed it, but in a very strict way. Bruce has brought in everything he had
from Saco. Once the ordinance is done, it will need to be approved.

John made a motion to adjourn and Darren seconded it. The meeting adjourned at 7:30
