Subject: New GA maximums and GA Ordinance

It is that time of the year again the new GA maximums have been released as well as new changes to the
GA ordinance these require a public hearing and adoption.

I am requesting a public hearing at 6pm September 30, 2024 for the new GA Ordinance.

I have attached and highlighted the changes that will affect us the most
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9. Database. Beginning on July 1. 2025 the department shall provide OVErseers access
to an Internet-based, real-time database containing the information necessary to properly

determine an applicant’s eligibility.

Sec. 10. Application. That section of this Act that enacts the Maine Revised
Statutes, Title 22, section 4302-A applies to all overseers and municipal officials serving
on and after the effective date of this Act.

Emergency clause. In view of the emergency cited in the preamble, this legislation
takes effect when approved.

SUMMARY
This bill changes the municipal general assistance program in the following ways:

1. It requires overseers and designated or appointed municipal officials administering
the program to complete training within 120 days of election or appointment;

2. It requires municipalities to accept applications for general assistance during regular
business hours;

3. It amends provisions governing the municipality of responsibility to increase the
provision of assistance from 30 days to 6 months when a municipality assists an applicant
in relocating to another community and from 6 months to 12 months when an applicant is
residing in a group home, shelter, rehabilitation center, nursing home or hospital or in a
hotel, motel or other temporary housing;

4. It increases, from 70% to 90%, the amount of state reimbursement for the costs of
general assistance incurred by each municipality and Indian tribe, It also provides that, if a
municipality elects to determine need without consideration of funds from a municipally
controlled trust, the State is required to reimburse the municipality for 66 2/3% of the
amount in excess of expenditures:

5. It provides state reimbursement for additional program costs, including emergency
general assistance, temporary housing, interpreter services and administrative expenses:
and

6. It requires the Department of Health and Human Services to provide the services
necessary to support municipalities, including education and training for certain state
employees, 24-hour technical assistance, written decisions and a database.
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2024 GENERAL ASSISTANCE CHANGES

Several changes to the municipal General Assistance
(GA) laws took effect August 9, 2024; most resulted
from one new law, PL 2023, ¢. 575. We briefly summarize
these below:

Required training. Municipal "overseers” and any
municipal official designated or appointed to adminis-
ter GA must now complete training on GA program re-
quirements. Existing officials are subject to the training
requirement; new officials must complete the training
within 120 days of appointment or election. The Maine
Department of Health & Human Services (DHHS) must
ensure that the training may be completed in under
four hours, is accessible at no cost, and can be taken in
person, online or via a pre-recorded video presentation.

Office hours. Previously, a GA office or designated
location was required to be open at “reasonable times”
for persons to apply for GA benefits. The law will now
require that the GA office or designated location accept
applications during the municipality’s reqular business
hours.

Trauma-informed and culturally appropriate ser-
vices. Municipal GA programs must now provide trau-
ma-informed services and culturally and linguistically
appropriate services to all applicants and recipients.
Among other things, this requires GA programs to rec-
ognize the effects of trauma, potential paths for recov-
ery, the unique signs and symptoms of trauma in ap-
plicants, clients, families and staff, and integrate such
knowledge into policies and procedures. In addition,
services must be designed to serve culturally diverse
populations in an applicant or recipient's preferred lan-
guage and in the context of the person’s cultural be-
liefs, behaviors and needs, and must support diversity,
community engagement and build trust and relation-
ships. DHHS must provide mandatory training to help
municipalities comply with these requirements.

Relocated recipients. The obligation of a “sending”
municipality to support a relocating GA recipient for
30 days after relocation has now been extended to six
months, unless otherwise agreed between affected
municipalities. “Support” includes processing applica-
tions and determining eligibility for benefits.

Group homes, shelters, institutions. If a GA recipient
resides in a group home, shelter, rehabilitation center,
nursing home, hospital or other institution at the time
of application and has either been in that institution
for 12 or fewer months (previous law said six months)

Limits on emergency benefits. The 2024 supplemen-
tal budget (PL 2023, c. 643 § 11) included a provision pro-
hibiting municipalities from exceeding maximum levels
of GA assistance for more than 30 days in o 12-month
period when assistance is granted for housing in a
hotel, motel, inn, or other lodging place. The law also
limits emergency GA assistance to a maximum of 30
days until eligibility has been confirmed and prohibits
assistance exceeding the levels established in 22 M.R.S.
§ 4308. (By S.FP)

2024 Floodplain Management Ordinance Changes - OPTIONAL, BUT RECOMMENDED
Maine Floodplain Management Program/DACF

Hello Community Officials,

In 2023 new language was added to the model floodplain ordinances, Article VI, Development
Standards: Physical Changes to the Natural Landscape; Wharves, Piers, and Docks; and Coastal
Floodplains.

Prior to 2023 the state model ordinance did not have language that covered permitting of rip rap and
similar development. FEMA required Maine to add language to the model ordinance because these types
of projects constitute “development” in the flood hazard area so they must be permitted under the local
ordinance. The federal regulations have not been updated in many years, so no language exists for these
types of projects. These changes have been addressed in consultation with FEMA Region |, DEP, DMR,
DOT and the Board of Licensure for Professional Engineers.

Concerns from some local community officials and consultants precipitated the 2024 changes and the
new language was not available until many communities were already well into the ordinance update
process which had a hard deadline of adopting an updated ordinance prior to the effective map date.
Due to a shortage of coastal engineers, the requirements would slow the review process at a time when
the state will have an influx of money for working waterfronts and costal resiliency projects.

The attached 2024 Ordinance Update document provides the new language. We are encouraging
communities to consider adopting the changes so that project reviews will not be held up.

If the community adopts the changes to reflect the newest language, please submit a clerk certified copy
of the ordinance to the Floodplain Management Program so that we have the latest adopted ordinance
on file.

2024 Ordinance Changes

Article |, last paragraph

We have added “as amended” so that future LOMAs and LOMRs will be formally included. Below is an
example:

The areas of special flood hazard, Zones A, AE, AO, AH, and VE for the (Town/City) of , County,
Maine, identified by the Federal Emergency Management Agency in a report entitled “Flood Insurance
Study — County, Maine” dated with accompanying “Flood Insurance Rate Map” dated ___,
as amended, are hereby adopted by reference and declared to be a part of this Ordinance.

The 2024 changes to these sections below were precipitated by concerns we received from some local officials
and consultants due to the changes in the 2023 state model ordinance. Prior to 2023 the state model
ordinance didn’t have any language that covered permitting of rip rap and similar development. The federal
floodplain management regulations have not been updated since 1991 so there is no federal language to rely
on for these types of projects. We were required by FEMA to put language into the model ordinances because
these types of projects constitute “development” as defined. We worked with FEMA Region | to create
satisfactory language in Article VI, Development Standards.

One of the comments we received relates to a shortage of coastal engineers and that this requirement would
hold up the review process at a time when the state will have an influx of money for working waterfronts and
costal resiliency projects. These changes have been addressed in consultation with FEMA, DEP, DMR, DOT and
the Board of Licensure for Professional Engineers.

For 60.3 (c/d) and (c/d) Coastal Model Ordinances: With base flood elevations, no VE zones

G. Physical Changes to the Natural Landscape - Certain development projects, including but not limited
to, retaining walls, sea walls, levees, berms, and rip rap, can cause physical changes that affect flooding
conditions.

1. All development projects in Zone AE that causes physical changes to the natural landscape shall be

reviewed by a Professional Engineer Qualified Professional, to determine whether or not the project

changes the base flood elevation, zone, and/or the flood hazard boundary line.

a. If the Prefessienal-Engineer Qualified Professional determines, through the use of engineering
judgement standard practices, that the project would not necessitate a Letter of Map Revision
{LOMR), a certified statement shall be provided.

b. If the Prefessional Engineer Qualified Professional determines that the project may cause a

change, a hydrologic and hydraulic analysis that meets current FEMA standards shall be
performed.

2. If the hydrologic and hydraulic analysis performed indicates a change to the base flood elevation, zone,
and/or the flood hazard boundary line, the applicant may submit a Conditional Letter of Map Revision
(C-LOMR) request to the Federal Emergency Management Agency for assurance that the as-built

project will result in a change to the Flood Insurance Rate Map. Once the development is completed, a
request for a Letter of Map Revision (LOMR) shall be initiated; or.

3. If the hydrologic and hydraulic analysis performed shows a change to the base flood elevation, zone, and/or
the flood hazard boundary line, as soon as practicable, but no later than 6 months after the completion of
the project, the applicant shall submit the technical data to FEMA in the form of a Letter of Map Revision
request.

Wharves, Piers, and Docks - In Zones A and AE, new construction or substantial improvement of
permanent wharves, piers, and docks are permitted inZonesA-and-AE, in and over water and shall
comply with all applicable local, state, and federal regulations; must be designed to be reasonably safe
from flooding: and not increase flood risk.

Add definition for Qualified Professional: means an individual either licensed by the State of Maine or gualified in
another manner to perform the specified work in accordance with all applicable design standards and codes, and whose
qualifications indicate that the work as designed and as performed will not increase fiood risk to public safety. If the
Qualified Professional is not licensed by the State of Maine, the local permitting authority shalf request that the qualified

professional identify their qualifications in writing.

60.3 (e) Model Ordinances, with Zone VE

G.

Physical Changes to the Natural Landscape - Certain development projects, including but not limited
to, retaining walls, sea walls, levees, berms, and rip rap, can cause physical changes that affect flooding
conditions.

. All development projects in Zones AE and VE that cause physical changes to the natural landscape shall

be reviewed by a Professienal-Engineer Qualified Professional to determine whether or not the project

changes the base flood elevation, zone, and/or the flood hazard boundary line.

a. If the Prefessional Engineer Qualified Professional determines, through the use of-engineering
judgement standard practices, that the project would not necessitate a Letter of Map Revision

(LOMR), a certified statement shall be provided.

b. If the Professional-Engineer Qualified Professional determines that the project may cause a

change, a hydrologic and hydraulic analysis that meets current FEMA standards shall be
performed.

If the hydrologic and hydraulic analysis performed indicates a change to the base flood elevation, zone,
and/or the flood hazard boundary line, the applicant may submit a Conditional Letter of Map Revision
(C-LOMR) request to the Federal Emergency Management Agency for assurance that the as-built
project will result in a change to the Flood Insurance Rate Map. Once the development is completed, a
request for a Letter of Map Revision (LOMR) shall be initiated; or,

If the hydrologic and hydraulic analysis performed show a change to the base flood elevation, zone,
and/or the flood hazard boundary line, as soon as practicable, but no later than 6 months after the
completion of the project, the applicant shall submit the technical data to FEMA in the form of a Letter
of Map Revision request.

Q. Wharves, Piers, and Docks - New construction or substantial improvement of wharves, piers, and



docks are permitted in and over water and seaward of the mean high tide if the following requirements
are met:

1.

in Zones A, AE, AO, and AH, permanent wharves, piers, and docks shall comply with all applicable
local, state, and federal regulations; must be reasonably safe from flooding, and not increase flood risk;

or,

in Zone VE, permanent wharves, piers, and docks, shall have a registered-professional-engineer
Qualified Professional develop or review the structural design;speeifications;-and plans-for-the

construetion and specifications: must be reasonably safe from flooding; and not increase flood risk.

R. Coastal Floodplains -

1.

New construction located within Zones AE and VE shall be located landward of the reach of mean
high tide except as provided in Article VL.R.79,

New construction or substantial improvement of any structure located within Zone VE or Coastal AE
Zone shall have the bottom of all electrical, heating, plumbing, ventilation and air conditioning
equipment, permanent fixtures and components, HVAC ductwork and duct systems, and any other
utility service equipment, facilities, machinery, or connections servicing a structure, elevated to at least
one foot above the base flood elevation. Systems, fixtures, equipment, and components shall not be
mounted on or penetrate through walls intended to break away under flood loads.

New construction or substantial improvement of any structure located within Zone VE and Coastal AE
Zones (as defined) shall:

a. be elevated on posts or columns such that:

(1) the bottom of the lowest horizontal structural member of the lowest floor {excluding the
pilings or columns) is elevated to at least one foot above the base flood elevation;

(2) the pile or column foundation and the elevated portion of the structure attached thereto is
anchored to resist flotation, collapse, and lateral movement due to the effects of wind and

water loads acting simultaneously on all building components; and,

(3) water loading values used shall be those associated with the base flood. Wind loading values
used shall be those required by applicable state and local building standards.

b. have the space below the lowest floor:
(1) free of obstructions; or,
(2) constructed with open wood lattice-work, or insect screening intended to collapse under wind
and water without causing collapse, displacement, or other structural damage to the elevated

portion of the building or supporting piles or columns; or,

(3) constructed with non-supporting breakaway walls that have a design safe loading resistance of
not less than 10 or more than 20 pounds per square foot.

c. require a registered professional engineer or architect to:
